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Evaluation Charter for the “Cyber Sousa” Awards of the 2010 Xiamen International Animation Festival

I. General Provisions 
Article 1 The “Cyber Sousa” Awards of the 2010 Xiamen International Animation Festival will be held in Xiamen, China from November 4 to 7, 2010 with a view to promoting the development of the animation industry and enhancing the application of information technologies in the animation industry. This charter has been formulated to ensure the openness, fairness and impartiality of the evaluation process of the Awards and to ensure that the judgment of the entries is conducted in a standardized and orderly manner. 
II. Organizing Structure 
Article 2 The organizing institution and related functional departments together form the Organizing Committee of the “Cyber Sousa” Awards of the Xiamen International Animation Festival (hereinafter referred to as “the Organizing Committee”). The Organizing Committee has formulated the Evaluation Charter for the “Cyber Sousa” Awards of the 2010 Xiamen International Animation Festival (hereinafter referred as the “Evaluation Charter”) and the Rules on the Competition for the “Cyber Sousa” Awards of the 2010 Xiamen International Animation Festival (hereinafter referred as the “Competition Rules”), which will govern the Awards. 

Article 3 The Organizing Committee will form a Selection Committee and a Judging Panel comprising domestic and overseas animation experts, industry professionals, and scholars from academic institutions. The Selection Committee and the Judging Panel will each have a chairman and multiple members, who will be responsible for selecting and evaluating the entries. The name list of the Selection Committee and the Judging Panel will be announced a month before the closing date of the submission of entries. 
III. Milestone Dates 
Article 4 Entries can be submitted from now until September 15, 2010. Only entries with a postal chop dated September 15, 2010 or earlier will be accepted. The entries submitted will be subjected to pre-selection and preliminary selection from September 16 to 30. The short-listed entries will be evaluated from October 26 to 28. The winners will be announced on the awards-presenting ceremony on the evening of November 7. 
IV. Categories of Awards 
Article 5 A number of awards will be presented in recognition of animations with different characteristics. For the awards to be presented and the number of recipients, please see the Competition Rules. 
Article 6 The Judging Panel may recommend the Organizing Committee to adjust some of the awards and the number of receipts as necessary. 
V. Registration and Entry 
Article 7 Entry Eligibility: 
1.
The “Best Long Animated Picture”, “Best Animated TV Series”, “Best Game Animation”, “Best Advertising Animation”, and “Best Demonstration Animation” awards in the domestic category are only open to enterprises and studios with independent legal person status. 
2.
The “Best Web Animation” and “Best Short Animated Picture” in the domestic category, and the “Best Short Animated Picture” and “Best Animated TV Series” in the overseas category, are open to animation enterprises, studios and individuals. 
3.
The “Xiamen Award for Innovation” is only open to entries themed about “economic and cultural development” in the West Taiwan Straits Economic Zone. 
4.
All entries must conform to Chinese laws, regulations and ethic codes and be free of pornography, violence or other unsuitable contents.  
5.

All entries must have been made or published within the past two years. 
6.

All entries must be original works. The submission of collectively created entries must have the consent of all main creators. All nominated works will be published on the Web. Plagiarism, mimicking and copying other people’s works are strictly prohibited; entrants who have done so will be immediately disqualified by the Organizing Committee upon discovery. Where such an act has resulted in a serious damage, the Organizing Committee for prosecute the perpetrator for legal liabilities. 
Article 8 No registration fee is required. Entrants should submit a registration form on the official website of the Xiamen International Animation Festival (www.cybersousa.org) and submit their entries and related materials in accordance with the Competition Rules. 
Article 9 By submitting their registration forms, the entrants are deemed to agree to abide by this Charter and the Competition Rules. 
VI.  Evaluation 
Article 10 The evaluation procedures and criteria for the awards should be in accordance with the Competition Rules. 
Article 11 The Organizing Committee and the Judging Panel will select the winning entries and produce a list of winners. The Organizing Committee will notify the entrants of the evaluation results within two weeks after the completion of the evaluation process. 
Article 12 All entries which have passed the preliminary evaluation will be publicly screened at the Animation Screening Week of the Xiamen International Animation Festival. 
VII. Awards-presenting and Award Contents 
Article 13 All winners of the “Cyber Sousa” Awards will received a trophy, a certificate and prize money from the Organizing Committee. The awards available and the awarding methods should be in accordance with the Competition Rules. 
VIII. Legal Matters 
Article 14 All entrants should be the legal owners of their entries and hold copyrights in their entries, and assume related legal liabilities.
Article 15 The copyrights in all entries belong to their original creators. The Organizing Committee reserves the right to show the entries in the press during the competition and to publish selected outstanding entries in an album.

Article 16 Unless the author has otherwise indicated on his or her registration form, the Organizing Committee may use his or her entry in whole or in part in a publication for promoting this competition.

Article 17 The Organizing Committee assumes no responsibility for loss of any entry submitted by post.

Article 18 After the competition has been completed, an entrant may submit the same entry to a similar competition or commercial activity without the Organizing Committee’s restrictions. However, the entrant must be solely responsible for the consequence of the breach of any regulation of another competition organizer or related entity.

IX.  Supplemental Provisions 
Article 19 This Charter shall become effective on the date of promulgation. 
Article 20 The rights to interpret this Charter are vested in the Organizing Committee of the “Cyber Sousa” Awards of the Xiamen International Animation Festival.
