Rules on the Competition for the “Cyber Sousa” Awards of 2011 Xiamen International Animation Festival

I. Objective of the Competition
The “Cyber Sousa” Awards of Xiamen International Animation Festival are intended to identify outstanding animation works and designers in China by comparing Chinese and oversees animation works, so as to promote the development of the animation industry. In the meanwhile, in its active efforts to encourage the application of animation technologies in various industries and fields, the “Cyber Sousa” Awards also recognize outstanding applied animation works, such as commercial animation, mobile animation and mobile comic.
II. Schedule 

- April 1, 2011  Announcement of the scope of entries solicited and the charter and rules of the competition;
- April 8 – August 31, 2011  Submission of entries from China and abroad;
- September 1 – September 15, 2011  Pre-selection and preliminary selection of entries received;
- September 18, 2011  Announcement of shortlisted entries;

- September 20 – September 30, 2011  Evaluation of shortlisted entries; 
- On the night of November 7, 2011 (To be decided)  “Cyber Sousa” Awards-presenting ceremony and announcement of winning entries
III. Categories of entries
1. Long Animated Picture Award: works collected shall be made by movie theatre and shall not be shorter than 60 minutes.

2. Animated TV Series Award: works collected shall be relevant TV animation shot in several episodes.

3. Commercial Animation Award: works collected shall be demonstration animation, advertising animation, animation MTV or Games Opening animation, etc., which integrates various commercial elements and adopts the expression form of animation.
4. Popular Science Education Animation Award: works collected shall be those conveying knowledge of science and technology or coursewares adopting the expression form of animation and made for the purpose of teaching.
5. Mobile Animation Award: works collected shall be animation works specially made for mobile playing and with a time range from 30 seconds to 5 minutes.

6. Mobile Comic Award: works collected shall be comic works specially made for mobile playing. There is no limit to form and category.

7. Short Animated Picture Award: works collected shall be animation narrative films with a time range from 30 seconds to 30 minutes, including network animation.

8. Xiamen Award for Innovation: works collected shall only be animation entries addressing “economic and cultural construction” on the Western Taiwan Straits.

Entries ranking top 20 in a single award will take precedence to be recommended by the Organizing Committee to partners such as Mobile Animation Base of China Mobile and Animation Operation Center of China Telecom for consultation and cooperation.

Notes:
1. Awards such as “Best Long Animated Film And TV”, “Best Animated TV Series”, “Best Commercial Animation”, “Best Popular Science Education Animation”, “Best Mobile Animation”, “Best Mobile Comic” and “Xiamen Award for Innovation” in the domestic category are open only to enterprises and studios with an independent legal person status.
2. The Organizing Committee may adjust award arrangements as per suggestions of the Judging Panel and any adjustment will be announced on the official website.
3. Each winner will receive a “Cyber Sousa” trophy, a certificate and prize money.
4. The Organizing Committee will withhold individual income tax from the winner’s prize money on behalf of the winner. 
V. Requirements of works submitted
1. The awards are open to any DVD which have been made frame by frame or with the assistance of a computer for the purpose of broadcasting in motion pictures, on television or on the web. Entries shall be made after September 1, 2009. All submitted long animated pictures and animated series shall obtain a license for public show from China State Administration of Radio, Film and Television. 

2. Entries must be accompanied by the following materials: 

(1) Registration Form: Entrants shall fill in required information through the online registration system for the “Cyber Sousa” Awards (website: www.cybersousa.org). After the online registration form is submitted, the entrant shall have a printout and sign or seal it. 

(2) Format requirements of entries: An entry other than “mobile animation” of “mobile comic” shall be submitted in any of the following formats: AVI, MPEG, WMV, AFS and MOV, and presented in a DVD disk (each disk shall contain only one entry). Moreover, the “entry number” generated by the online registration system shall be marked on the disk. 
(3) Mobile animation: Please submit works in two different sizes, respectively 480*320 PX in 3GP format and 1280*720 PX in AVI format. Besides, two screenshots of the works shall be provided, the width of which shall be set over 1200 PX. An entry shall be presented in a DVD disk (each disk shall contain only one entry). Moreover, the “entry number” generated by the online registration system shall be marked on the disk.
(4) Mobile comic: in the format of JPG. Please submit works in two different sizes, respectively 480*320 PX (300 PPI) and 800*480 PX (300 PPI). An entry shall be presented in a DVD disk (each disk shall contain only one entry). Moreover, the “entry number” generated by the online registration system shall be marked on the disk.
(5) Trailers: Any entry shall provide a trailer. Trailers are only intended to demonstrate the selected works on the official website of Xiamen International Animation Festival. A trailer shall not be longer than one minute and shall be presented in a DVD disk. The “entry number” generated by the online registration system shall be marked on the disk.
(6) DVD disks of entries shall be mailed to the Organizing Committee of the “Cyber Sousa” Awards.
3. Only complete entries shall be submitted for evaluation. For animated series whose individual episodes are longer than 20 minutes, only one episode needs to be submitted. For animated series whose individual episodes are not more than 10 minutes long, two episodes shall be submitted.
4. Language requirement: All entries must be submitted in Chinese or English. (If the original language of the entry is not Chinese or English, a Chinese or English translation shall be provided.)
5. Only completed and signed (or sealed) registration forms will be accepted and registered. Entries arrive after 24:00 August 31, 2011 will not be accepted.
VI.
 Shipping and Insurance 

All shipping expenses for entries submitted to the Organizing Committee of Xiamen International Animation Festival shall be paid in advance. All disks sent to the Organizing Committee shall carry the following statement: “Cultural object with no commercial value; to be used for competition only!” 

No videotape or disk submitted will be returned unless a special request has been made and postal expenses paid in advance. The Organizing Committee assumes no responsibility for loss, in the mailing process, of any entry submitted by post. 

VII.
Selection Committee
1. The Selection Committee shall be appointed by the Organizing Committee and be responsible for selecting eligible entries for the Animation Festival through evaluation. 

2. No member of the Selection Committee shall be allowed to take part in the evaluation of any entry with which he or she is connected in any manner.
3. The Selection Committee shall select the entries on the basis of quality and aesthetic value, and in particular, creativity.
4. Due to the large number of entries expected, entrants whose works have not been nominated will not be notified. 
VIII. Judging Panel
1. The final Judging Panel will consist of a minimum of seven judges, including at least two overseas judges.
2. The Judging Panel shall elect a chairman at its first meeting.
3. No judge shall be allowed to take part in the evaluation of any entry with which he or she is connected in any manner.
4. The Judging Panel reserves the right not to select a winner if less than 12 entries have been received for a single award.
5. The evaluation procedures and criteria for the prizes shall be specified by the Judging Panel.

6. The Judging Panel shall select winning entries and produce a list of winners.
IX. Invitation
Nominated creators will be invited to participate in the Animation Festival with access to free food and accommodations.

Entries ranking top 20 in a single award will take precedence to be recommended by the Organizing Committee to partners such as Mobile Animation Base of China Mobile and Animation Operation Center of China Telecom for consultation and cooperation.
X.
Copyrights
1.
Each entrant shall be the creator or legal owner of the entry submitted. If an entry has been created collectively, the entrant shall warrant that he or she has legal ownership of the entry; otherwise, the entry shall be submitted in the name of all creators.
2.
All entrants will be deemed as having authorized the Organizing Committee of Xiamen International Animation Festival to demonstrate or promote their works (in whole or in part) at any media or public event for non-commercial purposes.
XI.
Screening of the Pictures
1.
The Organizing Committee will provide digitized storage of all selected entries.

2.
All selected entries will be screened to the public during Xiamen International Animation Festival.
3.
The order, classification and timetable of the screenings will be determined by the Organizing Committee in its sole discretion. 

4.
The Organizing Committee has the right to screen the winning entries for non-commercial purposes and to hold special screenings for the winning entries.
XII. Awards-presenting Ceremony
1.
The Organizing Committee of the Animation Festival will be responsible for holding the awards-presenting ceremony and press conference.
2.
The awards-presenting ceremony is scheduled to take place on the evening of November 7, 2011.
3.
The Organizing Committee will invite all nominated entrants to the awards-presenting ceremony as special guests.
4.
Any domestic or oversea award winner who cannot receive his or her award in person may appoint a representative to receive the award on his or her behalf. The representative shall submit the original power of attorney to the Organizing Committee.
5.
Winning entries will be screened during the awards-presenting ceremony.
6.
Each award winner will receive prize money and a trophy from the Organizing Committee.
7.
Subject to the approval of the award winner, the Organizing Committee may arrange for exclusive press interviews.
XIII. Legal Matters
1.
All entrants shall be the legal owners of their entries and hold copyrights of their entries, and shall assume related legal liabilities. If an entry is involved in a claim filed by a third party, the entrant shall be responsible for all losses arising therein. Where the claim has seriously affected or harmed the Organizing Committee or the competition, the entrant shall assume full responsibility for compensation.
2.
The copyrights of all entries belong to their original creators. The Organizing Committee reserves the right to show the entries in the press during the competition and to publish selected outstanding entries in an album.
3.
Unless the author has otherwise indicated on his or her registration form, the Organizing Committee may use his or her entry in whole or in part in a publication for promoting this competition.

4.
After the competition has been completed, an entrant may submit the same entry to a similar competition or relevant commercial activity without the Organizing Committee’s restrictions. However, the entrant must be solely responsible for the consequence of the breach of any regulation of another competition organizer or related entity.
5.
All entrants who have submitted a registration form are deemed as having agreed to abide by the Organizing Committee’s rules and regulations unconditionally. Any dispute shall be submitted to Xiamen Arbitration Committee for arbitration. The Charter is legally effective in Chinese language only. The Organizing Committee of Xiamen International Animation Festival has the final right to interpret these competition rules. 

XIV. Supplementary Provision 

1.
These competition rules and other related regulations are published by the Organizing Committee on the official website of Xiamen International Animation Festival at www.cybersousa.org.
2.
These competition rules shall become effective on the day of promulgation.
3.
The final rights to interpret these competition rules are vested in the Organizing Committee of the “Cyber Sousa” Awards of Xiamen International Animation Festival.
